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Dear Friends, 

How do we take Holy Communion when 

everyone is worried about the flu? Great 

question. Let’s look at the whole question by 

breaking it down into two questions and 

understanding each one of them better. 

First, what is Holy Communion and what 

are we accomplishing? Is it actually helpful, or 

just a nice thing to do since we are at church 

anyway? Our understanding of Holy 

Communion goes back centuries, long before 

there was much of a split in the Church. We 

believe that we receive God’s grace in a special 

and unique way when we receive Communion. 

We believe that Christ is present in the Bread 

and Wine that has been consecrated as the Body 

and Blood of Jesus Christ. In the Episcopal 

Church, and around the Anglican Communion, 

we don’t necessarily use the categories that 

some people talk about such as 

“transubstantiation” or “consubstantiation” 

because we don’t find them helpful in 

understanding something that is better 

understood as part of the mystery of God. 

So, yes, something happens when we take 

Communion and it is something we don’t want 

to miss. It is helpful to receive God’s grace. 

We also understand Christ to be fully 

present in both the Bread and the Wine that has 

been consecrated. Christ is not “more present” 

in the Bread than the Wine, or only partially 

present in either one; but is fully and completely 

present in the Bread and just as fully and 

completely present in the Wine. We take both 

because our Eucharist comes from the Last 

Supper, a meal where both bread and wine were 

part of the larger meal. We take both because it 

completes the symbolism for us of “This is my 

body…this is my blood.” 

There were centuries where very few people 

consumed the Wine, and almost everyone took 

Communion by the Bread alone. I have told 

people that it is fine to receive only the wine if 

they are allergic to bread. The point is that we 

receive God’s grace at Holy Communion, and 

we want to continue to receive God’s grace in 

whatever way we are able. 

Secondly, why are we concerned about the flu 

in terms of Holy Communion? I think that it mostly 

has to do with sharing the common cup; some 

people are worried about getting germs from 

drinking from a common Chalice where others have 

also received Communion. 

How easy is it to transmit germs in a common 

Chalice? Not as easy as we might think. In a study 

in Canada, with medical people as well as church 

leaders involved, they found that there was very, 

very minimal risk in passing germs from a Chalice 

that is administered by someone who is wiping the 

lip of the chalice after each person. There is great 

risk, however, of passing germs when someone 

wants to dip the Bread into the Wine. 

Where are most of our germs? On our hands 

and not our lips. Our hands reach out and touch 

many surfaces, including our noses, other people’s 

hands, doorknobs – all kinds of places where they 

come in contact with and pick up germs. Bread is 

placed into someone’s hand, which is where all the 

germs are, and then dipped into the Chalice, exactly 

where we don’t want the germs to be. I have asked 

Chalice Ministers to always take the Bread and dip 

it into the Wine for people, but that only keeps lots 

of fingers out of the Wine (which is helpful) and 

doesn’t really get at the problem of inadvertently 

putting germs into the Wine from people’s hands. 

What to do? First, if you are sick with 

something that others might catch, don’t come to 

church that day. We don’t have a moral obligation 

to attend, but it is good for us to be together when 

it’s possible. If you are sick for an extended time, 

call us and we will make arrangements to bring 

Communion to you. I visit people who are ill in 

their homes and in the hospital, as do our Lay 

Eucharistic Visitors. If you are feeling a little under 

the weather, but not really showing fever and such, 

and still feel you can be in church but are worried 

about exposing others even a little bit, simply take 

Holy Communion by receiving the Bread only. As I 

noted above, it is still God’s full grace. 
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What about dipping the Bread into the 

Wine, a practice often known as “intinction”? 

When the Bread is placed into someone’s hand, 

then taken out of the hand and put into the 

Chalice; that is where we pass germs most 

easily. I use hand sanitizer, we have hand 

sanitizer available for all of the Chalice 

Ministers to use as they begin to serve 

Communion, but we don’t have a stand of hand 

sanitizer right before people come to the altar. 

(And I haven’t even entertained asking the 

ushers to squirt everyone with hand sanitizer as 

they leave the pew!) 

If we are concerned about germs, it is not 

the use of the common Chalice we need to be 

worried about, it is dipping Bread, or fingers, 

into the Chalice. I know that there are people 

who are not able to drink Wine from the 

Chalice, just as I know that there are some who 

cannot take Bread at all. Receiving God’s grace 

is about receiving God’s grace, not always 

about how we do it. It’s about God, not about 

us, though we need some tangible or incarnate 

piece to help us know that we are connecting 

with God, and God with us. If you are 

concerned about getting germs or passing along 

germs, I would say that the best way to receive 

Holy Communion is by receiving only the 

Bread. 

As always, I’m happy to discuss this or 

other items of interest. Please call me and we’ll 

set up a time to get together, or simply chat on 

the phone. I hope this helps all of us to better 

understand how to care for one another and to 

be assured of receiving God’s grace and love.

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To My St. Matthew’s Family 

     As some of you might know I have a liver 

disease.  I am writing to give everyone more 

information about my disease and my current 

status.  The name of my disease is Primary 

Sclerosing Cholangitis (PSC).  This is a disease 

that narrows the bile ducts.  Because bile cannot 

drain properly through the ducts, it accumulates 

in the liver causing damage to liver cells.  

Finally, with long-term cell damage, the liver 

develops cirrhosis (hardening or fibrosis) and it 

can no longer function properly. 
     I was originally diagnosed with PSC in 

2001.  I was put on the Liver Transplant list in 

2006.  Recently I was hospitalized with colitis.  

During my period of hospitalization my doctor 

upgraded my status to receive a liver from a live 

donor.  He suggested that I start searching for 

someone to be a candidate as a live donor. 
     I am reaching out to my St. Matthew’s 

family in hopes of finding someone willing to 

help me.  Candidates need to be between the 

ages of 18 and 50, between 5’5’’ to 5’10’ tall, 

and also have type A or O blood.   
     I ask you to prayerfully consider my request. 

I understand you may have more questions as 

you deliberate the magnitude of the role as 

donor.  Discussion with one’s family, Father 

Michael and me is essential.  I appreciate your 

prayers and thoughtful consideration.
